Ower 4,000 trips were made in Night TaxiBuzz last year AMD it i growing week on week.
Wiltshire wants to save £187,000 from public transport this year.

Might TaxiBuzz costs £50,000. So this cut represents nearly 30% of Wiltzhire's target
cutz for the whole of the county.

Devizes Taxiz are prepared fo reduce the contract price by half. This iz a hefty saving of
.-E £25,000 RIGHT HNOW. BUT Wiltshire Council STILL wantz to cut the Night TaxiBuzz.

The cost per passenger is £3.70 MOT the £10 claimed by Wiltshire Council. Included in
the £2.70 is the expensive remote Call Centre which the TaxiBuzz doesn't use.

Wiltshire commissioned Kennet Pazsengers to review C2W sernvices in the Devizes area.

The report shows how savings can be made WITHOUT wholesale removal of front line
zemnvicez. BUT the cuts were annocunced before the ink was dry.
